Father John Elffers was the national coach of Young Orange during the first world championship in 1979 in Paris. Today dearest son Martijn Elffers acts as assistant coach on the side line for Egypt. Time to have a chat.





Does it run in the family?


‘To be honest it is more than coincidence that I am here right now. Norbert (Nederlof) was my coach at Pinoké and he asked me to join him. At that time I was looking for a job which I failed to find. I had plenty of time. And yes, before I knew two days later I found myself in an airplane to Egypt.





What do the players think of this place?


‘They think it is fantastic and are looking out their eyes. For most of them it is the first time they took a flight. Three players had troubles getting a visa and came a day later. Upon arrival they did not understand the baggage claim. They walked out of the airport without luggage. Besides they took the wrong exit. In the end I found them after they wondered around for a while and I sent them back to collect their luggage.’





What do they think of the Dutch food?


‘Well kebab is kebab. It is not healthy food but familiar to them. Besides you can find it anywhere in town. Breakfast and dinner is served by the hostel and is good. They get mostly lamb meat.





Any other noticeable issues to be mentioned?


‘Some of them carry very antique photo cameras with buttons that turn. Over here you would only find them in museums. And the traffic. Over here all is well organized whereas over there it is one big chaos. They will cross a busy road without looking when someone hoots. Over there that is common. Very funny.’
