Both Australia and Malaysia were responsible for the first draw in the tournament on day four of the World Cup. The match ended in 3-3 meaning an unbearable loss of points for Australia in particular.Later that day it turned out the 3-3 score still had few consequences for Australia. Competitor Argentina also tied the match when the score remained 0-0 against Belgium which meant Australia was leading in group F based on a goal difference. The Belgians could call themselves lucky with a draw against Argentina. One of the actions of goal keeper Quentin Walravens which saved Belgium was stopping a penalty stroke of Lucas Vila.


Against Pakistan Germany proved that they are in growing shape. Thanks to a goal of Thilo Stralkowski Ulrich Forstner’s team came to 0-1. After the break it was captain Sebastian Draghun who blowing struck a 0-2. It was Spain who came with a big surprise. They declassified title defender India with 4-0. The Spanish captain David Alegre scored twice, one of the goals being a penalty stroke. What was most noticeable was that the king of penalty strokes Sandeep Singh failed in his actions. He tried it three times but unfortunately did not manage to score. 


Korea is the only team who has won all matches up to now. On the fourth day they won from Egypt with 4-2. Three points were made by top scorer John Huyn Jang. By winning this match Korea remains leading in group E. In that same group the Netherlands did good business by beating Great-Britain with 5-1. In the loser’s group South Africa won abundantly from Mexico who is still waiting for its first goal.  Nevertheless Poland booked its first victory during the World Cup. Chilli being its victim of this Polish urge to leverage: 4-1.
